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Buyer How-to Guide

How can I register as a buyer on Gavelhouse Plus?

gavelhouse.com has three portals, Gavelhouse Plus, gavelhouse.com Thoroughbred and
gavelhouse.com Standardbred. Each of these require individual logins.

Unlike regular gavelhouse.com auctions, registering as a buyer on Gavelhouse Plus has an extra step
whereby the NZB Finance team will undertake credit checks before giving bidding approval.

If you are planning on bidding, registering sooner rather than later is encouraged to allow the NZB Finance
team to undertake the required checks in time for you to bid. When registering you must provide the name
and phone numbers of two credit references before you are granted bidding approval.

» Firstly, register your username, (this is the identity you will be buying under and it will show on the site).

*  You will then receive an email verification to ensure that your correct email address has been entered.
Click on the verification button and then Login to Gavelhouse Plus.

* To complete your profile and submit your bidding application click on your username in the top right
corner and click on ‘Settings’.

* To gain bidding approval you must enter all of the details required on the form including providing two
credit references with contact numbers. Once complete, click ‘Submit’ and this will be sent to the NZB

*  Once approved you will receive an email notifying you of this along with the payment terms of your
account with NZB. Please be patient while the NZB team work through these applications and note that
you should register to bid well before the close of the auction.

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What happens when an auction closes?

The final countdown will commence starting with Lot 1. Note, once Lot 1 finishes, the countdown for Lot 2
begins.

What is auto-extend?

If a bid is placed in the final 30 seconds, the auction will auto-extend for an additional 30 seconds to allow
for further bidding.

What will happen after the Sale?

When you successfully purchase a horse in NZB auctions hosted on Gavelhouse Plus, you will receive
shortly after the horse is knocked down to you notifying you of this with a button directing you to the
Acknowledgement of Purchase page. On this page you must notify NZB of your purchase requirements

around Karaka Million entry, insurance, scoping etc.

Due to the variable cost of scoping horses at different farms, this must be arranged by the purchaser and
paid for directly with the vet rather than NZB invoicing this service out as they do at Karaka-based auctions.
NZB have an approved list of veterinarians that can complete these examinations for you and you must
notify them of your intention by ticking the applicable area on the AOP form. The examination must be done
within three days of the close of the auction.

When the AOP form is complete, the gavelhouse.com team will exchange the contact details of and notify
both the buyer and seller that the horse is able to be picked up.
